Wire Basics: Get comfortable with wire. Make a wrapped loop 
bracelet with clasp, briolette earrings, pendant bail and chain.  Fee 
$15.  Jan. 29, 1-4pm; Feb. 12, 1-4pm; March 10, 11-2pm.

Earring Blast: Make at least 3 pairs of earrings each more complex 
than the last. Fee $10. Jan. 21, 11-1pm; Feb. 11, 11-1pm.

Wrapped Leather Bracelet: One of today’s hot fashion trends. Fee 
$20.  Feb. 11, 2-4pm.

Let’s Twist: Get bead strands to stay twisted! Homework listed on 
the website.
